The first ever International
participation u‘! Pakistan team was in the 327 International Physics Olympiad that was held in Anatalya, Turkey in
2001, The performance of the Pakistani Students was quite encouraging in that Olympiad as one of its tcam member
won an honorable mention and also got the best performance award for the first time participating country. Later in
2003, the subsequent encouraging performance of Pakistan teams led us to extend this Programme to Biology,
Mathematics, and Chemistry with the generous support of the Higher Education Commission (HEC) and since then,
Pakistani Teams are regularly participating in these annual International Science Olympiads across the world and
won altogether 116 medals including Silver(04), Bronze(60), Honorable Mention (49). Merit Certificate (01) &
Special Awards (02).

In 2019, the Pakistan Teams won three Bronze Medals, and four Honorable Mentions.

Now STEM Carcers Programme has launched its 17th National Science Talent Contest  (NSTC-17) for
selection of Pakistan Teams to participate in International Science Olympiads in Biology, Chemistry, Mathematics
and Physics, scheduled to be held in July-2021 at Portugal, Japan, USA & Belarus respectively and in - this
connection enclosed herewith a Poster for reference please.
